BREEDING OF DOGS ACT, 1973

STANDARD LICENCE CONDITIONS

1.
Accommodation provided for bitches and puppies must be suitable in all respects as regards construction, size of quarters, exercising and whelping facilities, temperature, lighting, ventilation and cleanliness.

2.
All excreta and soiled material must be removed from all accommodation and exercise areas at least twice daily and more frequently if necessary.

3.
All animals accommodated at the premises must be provided with suitable bedding material and must be given adequate exercise.

4.
All bedding and other waste material shall be disposed of in a manner approved by the Council.

5.
All animals must have wholesome drinking water available at all times and shall be supplied adequate and suitable food.

6.
All animals must be visited at suitable intervals.

7.
The kitchen or room used for the preparation of animals' food must be kept clean and free from vermin at all times.

8.
Adequate refrigeration facilities must be provided where fresh meat is stored.

9.
Food must be stored in such a manner that it cannot be contaminated by vermin.

10.
All heating appliances must be of such construction as not to constitute a risk of fire and not to endanger the health and well-being of occupants.

11.
Animals and equipment shall not be placed or kept in such a position as to render ingress and egress difficult in case of fire or other emergency.

12.
The Licensee must take all reasonable steps to maintain each animal in a good state of health, bodily condition and cleanliness.  Facilities and assistance must be given to the Veterinary Officer to carry out such individual animal examinations as he may consider necessary.

13.
The Licensee shall ensure that a responsible person shall at all times be in or within a reasonable distance from the premises for the purpose of giving warning and taking other necessary steps in the event of fire or other emergency.  In the case of premises which are lock-up, outside normal working hours, the licensee shall appoint a responsible person residing within a reasonable distance to the premises to have custody of the key.  The name and address of such a person shall be displayed in legible characters on the front door, or windows of the premises and be notified to the Fire Authority.

14.
There must be a sufficient number of fire extinguishers in relation to the size and type of the premises.  The fire extinguishers must be of a suitable type and properly maintained.  They must be readily accessible and not in a position where they may be affected by freezing and their position must be clearly marked.

15.
A register should be kept of all bitches in the establishment, their ages, dates of heat periods, mating and whelping, such register to be available for the inspection at all times by an Officer of the Council, Veterinary Surgeon or Veterinary Practitioner authorised in writing by the Council to inspect the premises.

16.
Adequate sanitary conveniences and had washing facilities must be available for the staff.

CONDITIONS TO BE APPLIED TO THE MEANS OF TRANSPORTING

DOGS TO OR FROM THE BREEDING ESTABLISHMENT

17.
The receptacle in which a bitch and/or puppies is to be carried shall be soundly constructed of suitable material in a manner which is not likely to cause injury to the animals carried therein.

18.
The receptacle shall be of suitable dimensions for the animal/s carried therein and shall be clean and maintained in a good state of repair.

19.
The receptacle shall not be overcrowded, and in the case of puppies not more than two shall be carried in any one receptacle, and these puppies should be of similar size.

20.
The receptacle shall have securely attached thereto a label or similar form of notice clearly indicating that the receptacle contains live animals and another label clearly indicating the person whom the animals are consigned together with that person's address.

21.
The receptacle shall bear a sign indicating the upright position thereof.

22.
It is the duty of the persons consigning the animal/s to inform the recipient previously of the intended time of despatch and also of the expected time of arrival at destination and this latter information should be conveyed by telephone or other suitable means.

General
23.
A copy of these conditions shall be displayed suitably in a prominent position on the licensed premises.
