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GLOSSARY

To aid understanding of the budget, a glossary of the public sector terminology used is
set out below:

Accounting Code of Practice:

Part of the Legal Framework for the publishing of financial information to external
users. Codes of Practice accompanied by Legislation determine how and what
financial information the Council publishes.

Balances:
The reserves of the authority, made up of the accumulated surplus of income over
expenditure.

Best Value:

Best value is a statutory regime introduced by the Government. The Council now has
a new statutory duty to make arrangements to secure continuous improvement in the

way in which its functions are exercised, having regard to a combination of economy,

efficiency and effectiveness.

Budget:
A statement of the Council’s policy for using resources over a specified period, usually
in financial terms but may include non-financial resources e.g. manpower.

Business Units/Business Unit Recharges:

All staff and associated costs are initially budgeted for in the Business Unit Holding
Accounts within Leader and Deputy Leader Portfolio. They are then recharged as
Business Unit recharges to other accounts and services.

Business Unit Recharges — Direct Staff
These are the costs of staff operating and managing specific services (i.e. front
line staff). e.g. Community Wardens, Park Rangers etc.

Business Unit Recharges — Support Staff
These are the costs of staff providing support to specific services or to other
Business Units. e.g. Finance, |.T., Legal etc.

Capital Charges:

Annual charges that reflect the Council’s investment in capital assets. These charges
cover an annual provision for depreciation where applicable. Capital charges are
reversed in the General Fund Summary Account and therefore have no impact on
Council Tax levels.

Capital Expenditure:

Money spent on the acquisition or enhancement of assets, which have a long-term
value, beyond the year of account, e.g. land, buildings, furniture and equipment.
Capital expenditure also includes the payment of grants e.g. for the provision of
affordable housing, improvement grants, parish council grants and environmental
improvement grants.
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Capital Programme:
A statement of proposed capital projects, showing total capital costs of each project.

Capital Receipts:
Proceeds from the sale of a fixed asset, e.g. land or a building.

Chartered Institute of Public Finance and Accountancy (CIPFA):

The professional body to which the majority of local authority accountants belong. For
many years CIPFA has set standards for the production of financial information and
advised Central Government and other bodies on public finance matters.

Collection Fund:

A Fund which the Authority is required to maintain and administer. Into it is paid
income received from Council Taxpayers and National Non-Domestic Rates, while out
of it the Borough and County obtain their precepts and payments are made into the
National Non-Domestic Rates Pool.

Council Offices/Council Premises Recharges:

The Council Offices Holding Account, comprises the costs of all non operational
buildings e.g. Civic Offices, prior to allocation as a Council Premises charge to other
accounts/services.

Council Tax:
A property based tax with one bill for each property. This was introduced from 1 April
1993 replacing Community Charge.

Estimate:
A forecast of expenditure and/or income for an accounting period.

Full Year Effect:
The additional effect, usually financial, of an item being included for a full year rather
than the part year effect of introducing an item during a year.

General Fund (GF):

The main fund of the Council into which all receipts are paid and from which all
liabilities are met, except for those items where specific provisions apply. The net
costs falling on the GF are met from the Borough’s precept on the Collection Fund.

Headline Budget:
The Headline Budget is the Council’s net expenditure met by Government Grants and
the Council Tax.

Highways Agency:
The provision of services by the Borough Council acting as agent to the Hampshire
County Council.

Holding Account:
An account in which the costs of an activity are collected prior to allocation to services.
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Inflation:
A continuous economic process reducing the real value of money caused by
increases in the nominal prices of goods and services.

National Non-Domestic Rate (NNDR):

From 1 April 1990 the NNDR applied to commercial premises and is in effect a
national tax, which it is the Borough Council’s responsibility to collect. Rateable
values are fixed by the Inland Revenue, and the rate in the pound by Central
Government.

Objective Analysis:
The classification of income and expenditure according to its object or purpose, i.e.
the services provided.

One Off Bids:
Represents the additional expenditure proposed for one off non-recurring items.

Portfolio:
A grouping of Service Areas which are the responsibility of a Cabinet Member.

Precept:
A statutory demand by which authorities obtain the income required, via the collection
fund, to meet net expenditure requirements.

Precept on Collection Fund:
This term has been adopted on the General Fund Summary to refer to the total cash
to be raised from the Collection Fund.

Revenue Contributions to Capital:
The direct financing of capital expenditure from revenue.

Revenue Expenditure:
The day-to-day costs an authority incurs in providing services.

Revenue Reserve for Capital Purposes (RRCP):
This is a reserve that has been established to provide resources for future capital
expenditure.

Revenue Support Grant (RSG):
A grant paid to the Borough Council by the Government as a contribution towards the
costs of local services.

Strategic Growth Budgets:

Strategic growth items are the additional expenditure required to meet the Council’s
Corporate Strategic Objectives.
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Subjective Analysis:

The classification of expenditure and income according to its nature e.g. salaries,
equipment, fuel. CIPFA Standard Form specifies the standard groupings to be used
for such analysis; a brief synopsis of these headings is shown below:

EMPLOYEES
The salaries, wages and other costs of employing staff are included in this heading
(e.g. superannuation, training, recruitment and retention).

PREMISES

The expenses directly related to premises and land are included (e.g. repairs, fuel,
rent and rates), but not the costs associated with the staff who occupy them or the use
to which the premises are put.

TRANSPORT
All costs associated with the provision, use or hire of transport.

SUPPLIES AND SERVICES
Payments for all goods and services not otherwise distinguished in the subjective
analysis, (e.g. equipment, furniture, printing and stationery).

THIRD PARTY PAYMENTS

If a service is provided ‘externally’ or by a public body operating independently (and
does not fall wholly within any of the other groupings) then it falls within this heading.
This would include, for example, payments in respect of the refuse collection contract.

TRANSFER PAYMENTS

This heading identifies transfer payments, which are defined as payments to
individuals for which no goods or services are received in return by the Local
Authority, (e.g. rent allowances and Council Tax rebates).

SUPPORT SERVICES

In order to reflect the true cost of services it is necessary to allocate the management
and administration costs of the authority services; such allocations are included under
this heading.

CAPITAL CHARGES
Annual charges representing depreciation.

INCOME
All income received by a service.
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
