MARKET PLACE - MARKET REGULATIONS - 2010
Definitions:


“Stallholder”
in these Regulations means any person occupying a position at Market Place.

“Market Regulations”
shall include the Market Place Market Regulations, Food Safety (General Food Hygiene) Regulations 1995, and  subsequent amendments or re-enactments thereof.


“Market Superintendent” 
is the person authorised by the Council to undertake the duties 
of day-to-day management of Market Place Market.


	1. Time and Place
	Markets shall be held in Market Place, Basingstoke on each Saturday and Wednesday (other than Christmas Day or Boxing Day) between the hours 9.00am and 4.00pm (“Market day(s)”).  Between these hours no traders shall bring trolleys onto the Market.

Any trader who starts to vacate the Market before 4.00pm will receive a written warning.  If any trader receives 3 written warnings within a 3 month period, they will lose their stall.


	2. Period of Occupation
	All Market lettings shall be on a daily basis whereby payment or proof of payment for the day(s) trading shall be provided by the stallholder.


	3.  Charges
	Stallholders will be liable for charges on the following basis for each Market day.  The revised charges apply from 1st January 2010 as follows:

4.  Method of Payment
	
Rent will be payable on or before the Market day, if the payment is made before the Market day, proof of payment must be produced by form of a valid receipt to the Market Superintendent on the Market day in question.



	
	All payments are to be made by cheque payable to Basingstoke & Deane Borough Council and will be handed to the Market Superintendent or alternatively cash payments can be delivered personally to the Council’s Finance Department, Payments Hall, Civic Offices, London Road, Basingstoke no later than 12 noon on the Market day.  However, if this is the case, a receipt will be issued which will need to be shown to the Market Superintendent on the day of the Market.

The Market Superintendent will not accept cash payments for reasons of security.



	5.  Non Payment of                                     Rent
	Any trader not paying the rent on demand or producing a valid receipt will be evicted from the Market.



	6.  Bounced Cheques
	Any trader who pays the Council a cheque with insufficient funds to clear will receive a written warning requesting immediate payment in accordance with these Regulations.  Traders will also be liable for a £50 administration fee to cover the Council’s costs in dealing with bounced cheques.  


Any trader who presents the Council with more than four bounced cheques within any 6 month period will be evicted from the Market.



	7.  Arrears
	If after a tenant has been evicted or left the Market for any other reason and there are arrears of rent outstanding, the Council will take all necessary legal action to recover those arrears.  Should this be necessary, the trader will be required to pay the Council’s costs and interest on all sums of money outstanding.



	8.  Alterations to Charges


	The Council will review the charges annually with any alteration in charges coming into effect on or around the first day of April in any year.  



	9.  Holiday Absence
	Any stallholder who is going to be absent for one or more Market days must give at least four weeks notice in writing of such absence to the Market Superintendent or the Head of Property & Facilities Management.  Failure to provide such written notice will render the stallholder liable for all arrears as a consequence of their absence.




	
	


	10.  Absence Without
       Notice
	Any stallholder who is absent without giving written notice as required in Clause 9 above will be liable for all charges in respect of the days of their absence unless a written explanation for the absence has been sent to the Head of Property & Facilities Management, together with any supporting information which may be required.


Should the Head of Property & Facilities Management be satisfied (a) of the reason for the absence of the stallholder;  and (b) that the stallholder took all reasonable steps to notify the Market Superintendent or the Head of Property & Facilities Management of these absences as soon as was practically possible, then the Head of Property & Facilities Management may waive the relevant charges, at his absolute discretion.

If a Wednesday or Saturday stall remains unoccupied by the stallholder for two consecutive Market days (with the one exception being where advance notice of absence for holidays has been received) the licence may be rendered void at the Head of Property & Facilities Management‘ absolute discretion.  

In the case of genuine sickness, this provision will not be enforced subject to the Trader concerned notifying the Market Superintendent or the Head of Property & Facilities Management as soon as is practically possible and submitting a certificate of sickness from a General practitioner for the period in question to the Head of Property & Facilities Management at the earliest opportunity.



	11.  Legal Requirements
	All stallholders shall comply in full with the provisions of the Market Regulations and must be in  a position to provide copies of all relevant certificates/notices within 24 hours upon the request of the Head of Property & Facilities Management .



	12.  Compliance
	A stallholder shall comply with any reasonable directions of the Head of Property & Facilities Management, Market Superintendent or other authorised officer of the Council on all matters affecting the operation of the Market as issued from time to time.


Any stallholder who is in breach of any of the Market Regulations will be requested to remedy that breach immediately on receiving a written or verbal request from the Market Superintendent or Head of Property & Facilities Management or other authorised officer of the Council.  Failure to comply will result in the trader being evicted from the Market.



	13.  Stall Equipment





	All stalls and trolleys  are the property of the Market traders and the Council shall not be liable for any loss or damage which occurs to this property.

All stalls shall be erected in accordance with the approved layout or such layout as the Council, at its absolute discretion, may from time to time determine. 

	14.  Nuisance
	A stallholder and persons employed by him shall conduct his business in an orderly manner and shall refrain from any remarks or conduct likely to cause offence to customers or to persons using the Markets, or occupying premises fronting thereon likely to be prejudicial to the interests of any such person or fellow stallholder.



	15.  Illegal Activities
	Any stallholder found guilty by the appropriate Authority(ies) of infringement of the law relating to trading standards or other statutory controls applied to the purchasing and/or retailing of goods will not be permitted to trade within Market Place or any other Market operated under the direct control of the Council.


No person will be allocated a stall within the Markets if, to the satisfaction of the Council, proof is established that that person has been found guilty of infringing the law referred to above.


	16.  Stall Allocation
	All permanent positions in Market Place shall be allocated by the Head of Property & Facilities Management or other authorised officer.  


All casual positions on the Market shall be allocated by the Market Superintendent or other authorised officer.

A stallholder will only be able to take a permanent stall after providing the Council with the name, address and a satisfactory reference and entering into a licence agreement with the Council setting out the basis of the goods to be sold by that Market trader.

All new stallholders must trade in accordance with the Regulations for a probationary period of 6 months before confirmation of a permanent stall holding is granted.  

If at any time during the 6 month probationary period, the stallholder fails to act in accordance with the Regulations, the Council reserves the absolute right to terminate the trading licence at the close of trading on the day on which the breach occurred.


	17.  Transfer of Stalls
	Traders may not transfer, sub-let or allow any other person to occupy a pitch without the consent of the Council in writing.


	18.  Change of Goods   
       Sold

	A stallholder may not make any material change in the class of goods sold from a stall or space without the written consent of the Head of Property & Facilities Management.

 

	19.  Partnership
	The stall allocated to a Market trader is for the sole use of that person and he/she shall not enter into a partnership agreement with any other person with regard to the operation of that stall without the prior written consent of the Head of Property & Facilities Management.



	20.  Vacant Stalls
	A stallholder must not transfer or incorporate any empty stall(s) into their pitch without the prior consent of the Market Superintendent.

 

	21.  Late Arrival
	Any stall which has not been occupied by 8.30am on the morning of the Market will, subject to Clause 20 keep vacant for that Market day.  In the event that no notification is received the stallholder will still be liable for all charges even if the stall is successfully re-let together with an administration charge of £25.00.

 

	22.  Bad Debts
	If a stallholder terminates his/her stall or space with any outstanding charges unpaid that the Council is unable to recover and subsequently re-applies for a stall, the application will be rejected.



	23.  Notification of  
       Charge of Address  
	It is the responsibility of the stallholder to notify the Head of Property & Facilities Management immediately of any change of address together with telephone number.



	24.  Determination of
       Agreement
	If a stallholder no longer wishes to occupy The Banjo Market he/she will be entitled to terminate their agreement by giving a minimum of four weeks written notice to the Head of Property & Facilities Management, expiring at the end of a four week period. 



	25.  Public Liability
	All stallholders are to obtain public indemnity insurance in the sum of £5,000,000 for any single claim.  Stallholders will be required to produce evidence of such insurance on the first day of April in every year and at any other time on demand.  The documentary evidence is to be sent to the Head of Property & Facilities Management.



	26.  Waste
	All waste shall be deposited in the paladins provided for this purpose by the Council’s appointed waste collection contractor.



	27.  Complaints
	Wherever possible, complaints must be made to the Market Superintendent on the day on which the cause for complaint arises and confirmed in writing to Head of Property & Facilities Management within 7 days of the date of complaint.


Unless action can be taken immediately, it will be the responsibility of the stallholder to ensure the Market Superintendent makes a written note of the reason for the complaint and any remedy, which the stallholder may wish to suggest.



	28.  Review of
       Regulations
	The Council will be entitled to review these Regulations at any time and make any alterations, which it considers will assist in the running of the Markets.
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
