1.2 The National Planning Policy FramewPPF) states:

dNeighbourhood planning gives communities direct power to develop a shared vision for their
neighbourhood and deliver the sustainable development they neddNA a KSa X OF y
neighbourhood planning to set planning policies through neighbourhood plans to determine
decisions on planning applications (para.183).

Neighbourhood planning provides a powerful set of tools for local people to ensure that they get
the right types of development for their community. The ambition of the neighbourhood should
be aligned with the strategic nheeds and priorities of the wider local area.

Neighbourhood plans must be in general conformity with the strategic policies of thd°laotal

To facilitate this, local planning authorities should set out clearly their strategic policies for the
area and ensure that an dj-date Local Plan is in place as quickly as possible. Neighbourhood
plans should reflect these policies and neighboadsoshould plan positively to support them.
Neighbourhood plans and orders should not promote less development than set out in the Local
Plan or undermine its strategic policies (para.184).

Outside these strategic elements, neighbourhood plans will be tablehape and direct
sustainable development in their area. Once a neighbourhood plan has demonstrated its general
conformity with the strategic policies of the Local Plan and is brought into force, the policies it
contains take precedence over existingnsstrategic policies in the Local Plan for that
neighbourhood, where they are in conflict. Local planning authorities should avoid duplicating
planning processes for natrategic policies where a neighbourhood plan is in preparation

1.5 In March and April 2015 th@B&LNPInstigated a series of meetings across the parish to explain
possible impacts of th&@DBCO_ocal Plan, and to gather comment on it. These comments were
analy®d and published in April 2015 andedto construct a giestionnaire for all residents, groups
and businesses during August and Sepiten?015. Prepaid replies andi8veyMonkey responses
ensured a good return, and the results and commewmgse published.

16 In May 2016,the emergingneighbourhood plarpolicies and bjectives went on to the local
websites inviting public comment from residents. Groups, clubs, landowners and businesses were
all advised by email and their views solicited too. Responses were limited, with some in general
agreement and somwith additional proposalsThisallowedus to refine the bjectives angbolicies
into their present form.

1.7 At each stage of consultation, results and comments were published through posters, flyers, the
two websites, the parish magazine and the pansiwsletter.
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Though Old Basing and Lychpit remained essentially a rural parish, Basingstoke was an engine of
change in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. The railway made it a hub, and various commercial
enterprises (Burberry, tractor manufactyresaw it transformed from a market town. In 1964
Basingstoke became a major new town, and in 1971 the M3 motorway opened up access to south
Hampshire.

The Loddon Valley makes up approximately third of the parish aregseeMap 3 The Loddon and
Lyde Valleyabove and as such is a deeply embedded part of the character of Old Basing & Lychpit
The River Loddon which rises in Basingstoke nanth-eastwardsthrough the village. At LoweMlill

it divides into two rivers which rin outside the parish. These chalk streams provide a highly valued
and protected landscape, and ecological features for which Hampshire is renowtiigd the River

Lyde to the east, the Loddon Valley is flattistw-lyingfarmland interspersedvith occasional copses

of deciduous trees.

The BDBQCapacity Study 2010 (pp73 to 8@haracterises the area as possessing important linear

views down the valley with limited scope for mitigation without damage to its character. It is an
intimate landscape with a sense of tranquillity and feels remote from settlement, with numerous
SINCsAncient Woodland sites and the two salmonid rivers. The valley bottom has wetland vegetation.

Along the north side of the Loddon valley runs the wooded ridge of Pyotts Hill, visually important as
a frame to the view along the Loddon vall@g.the east andouth the landscape is characterised by
