Sherfield on Loddon is a small ruRarish situated midwaybetweenBasingstoke and
Reading straddling the A33 which is the main route linking 46éwo large towns
Sherfieldon Loddoncomprises736 dwellings (2011 Cengus 3 settlement areas, and
can be traced fronthe 14th century. Followingthe 2011 Localism Acthe Sherfield
on Loddon Parish Countilok the decision to try to influence any future development
in the Parishand in 2012 embarked on the process of writingNaighbourhood
Development Plan

The ParishCouncil set up a workingarty and a publicforum to work with Parish
residents toproduce the Plan.The Plarhas to have regard to the National Planning
Policy Framework (NPPF) and also beg@émeral conformity with thelLocal Plan
adopted by Basingstokand Deane Borough Council (BDBC). The Plan specifies
additional policies which are unique to the locality.

In August2013, the Parish Counciéceived approval for the Parish Boundary to be
designated as theNeighbourhood Development PlaArea. Howeverthis was
changed in2015 when the Sherfield Park Ward at the southern end of the Parish was
separated out into an autonomous Parish following a Governance Review by
Basingstoke andeaneBoroughGouncil Theremaining partof the old Parish with its
redrawn boundary became the neMeighbourhood Development Plamea.

Thus the main settlement in the Parish is now the village with its Village Green
situated in the north. Nevertheless, there are other pockets of housing at Church End
and at various points along Wildmoor Lane. However, the [Rlealhas allocated 2
housing sites, one, Redlands (165 homes) which is wholly within the Parish and
secondly East of Basingstoke which is partially within the Parish which may have as
many as 200 homes. The outline planning application for 150 homes on the majority
of the Redlandsit has been granted permission. A full application for Redlands
Garden site for 17 dwellings is currently being considered by the LURArder to
emphasise the entiy of the Parish, this Neighbourhood Developmetan will refer
throughout to the Pash as a whole rather than use the term village.

The Neighbourhood PlatWorking Party has souglid involve the communityin its
discussions througlpublic meetings, hand deliverequestionnaires, which elicited
views onopen spaces, transparthe issue bdevelopment andther local issues, and
a specially commissioned housing survey from Action Hampsi@ensultation also
involvedlocal interest groups and societidscal businesseand major landowners.
The results ofiese consultations, along wittemographic datand a survey to assess
housing characteiform the basis on which #hplanhas beenwritten. From this data
local policiehave been drawn ugvhich will enable thdParishto grow sustainablyas
in recent decades, without stifling it,ub allowing it to retain its unique and varied

character.
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Appreciation must be expressed to all tieogolunteers, who have committesb much
of their time and effort to producing this document which will benefit the Parish for
many years ahead.

Sterfield formed part of the manor of Odiham, but in the 12th century Henry Il
granted the Manor oShirefieldto his MarshallWilliam Fitz Aldelinln 1838 the estate
was purchased by the Duke of Wellington.
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The main part of the settlemenof Sherfield on Loddoweveloped about one mile
north of the original manor housewhich was situated beside the 14th century moat
and the church.This area ggw as a consequence of its proximity to the River Loddon
which was used to provide power for mills. The first mention of a water mill is in 1316.
Two water mik were recorded in 1332 and four in 1601. In the early 20th century,
Longbridge Mill had onef the largest water wheels in Hampshire with a potential
capacity to work fou pairs of stones. This is now part of a restaurant which regularly
givesmilling demonstrations

Until the 19th century, Sherfield on ddon was well endowed with commograzing

land. Hodgemoor, Little Wild Moor, The Whitmarsh, Boar Meadow and The Green
totalled 46 hectares of rights to pasture and hay. Today, only The Green remains as
open land and the right to graze animals was still exercised till t6@<9

At the beginning of the 20tiCentury there were only about 40 homes encircling The
Green. Others were scattered around the farms, tireginal Manor and Sherfield
Court to the south.

From 1917 onwards, the development of the Minstif Defence Major Ordnance
Depot enclosed landn the western side of thd?arishfrom Bramley and Sherfield
Paridies for use as an ammunition depot. This became commonlywikras Bramley
Camp and increased employment opportunities for bBrishes ThisMoD property

is only accessed by authorised persons and plays little part in the life of the Pahish.

The main village settlement lies around an area of informal green open space
comprising about 14.5 hectares, called Sherfield Grshwhich is in a Conservation
Area.

CONCLUSIONS FOR TMHGHBOURHOJDEVELOPMENRLAN

The dwelling stock in Sherfield on Loddon embraces the full range of property that
includesdetached, semdetached, flats and maisonettes having from 1 to 5 bedrooms.
The single largest group at nearly 40% is detached housds,sethidetached making

up a quarter. In comparison with the Borough, Sherfield on Loddon has a higher
proportion of dwellings with 4 or more bedrooms, i.e. 34% compared with 26% for the
Borough, while having a smaller proportion of 3 bedroom dwellings, 35.5%
compared with 42.6%.

In summary, there appears to be a need for two types of property in the Parish

The evidenced demand revealed in tiAetion Hampshire Housing Survey Report
appears to be a product of:

a lack of smaller properties suitable for those with disability, health or access issues

The Housing Survey Repdemonstrated a demand for 48 homes (all types) while 11
of these are affordable homes, leaving a net demand from market housing of 37. This
would be met by the developments at Redlands and East of Basingstoke.

3.3 RURAL ENVIRONNME

The largest area dhe Parish is rural. There are 3 rivers, agricultural land used for
arable farming, mixed woodland and water meadowThe DEFRA Classification of
Agricultural Land grades most of the agricultural land in the Parish as Good to
Moderate.

There is adrge Conservation Area which includes the majority of the main village
settlement and extends to the east of the A33.

There is a network of footpaths throughout the Parish which extend to neighbouring
areas.
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3.4 BUILT ENVIRONMENT

The Parishof Strerfield on Loddon is situated on level land, rising getdlyhe South
from Bow Brook and the River Loddonthe North Farmland to the south overlooks
the Parish The trees and hedgerows in and around give some shelter t@&nsh
from the prevailig southerly winds. Th¥illageGreen is the main landscape feature
of the main village settlementt has a mature horse chestnut avenue on the northern
side and thanainvillage housing is built around it

From the houses in the north there is a clear view across the low fields, on either side
of the River LoddonOn the western edge of thRarishthere are clear views uphill to
Bullsdown Camp, the ireage hill forf which issituated n the adjacent paris of
Bramley All surface water drains to Bow Brook and the River Loddon. On occasions,
both rivers rise over their banks, and localised flooding occurs.

The Sherfield on Loddon Conservation Area Appraisal map shows some 40 listed
buildings and 17other notable buildings in th&€€onservation fea. One important
aspect of he appearance of the Conservation Area is derived from the grouping of
varied building types enclosirige oval shaped MfageGreen. These date mainly from

the 18th and 19th centries, but are punctuated by individual buildings of earlier date.
The cohesive arrangement of these buildings defineslé hectareVillageGreen,

which has particular significance as the only remaining open land, ¢ié béctares of
common landthat existed until the end of the 19th centurylncluded within the
Conservation Ar@boundary, to the west othe Reading Roadre Goddards Lane and
Carpenters Farmhouse. To the east of Reading Road, two outlying historic farmsteads,
a historic mill compleand a few other buildings, remote from the village centre, along
with the surrounding open land and woodland are within the Conservation Area
boundary.

Buildings in the Conservation Area are of a domestic scale and the village is
characterised byts simple vernacular architecture. The prevalent traditional building
materials are timbefframe with red brick infill, red brick in Flemish and English bond
and painted brick. Roofing materials include red clay tile, slate and thatch. Both
casement ad sash windows are common, and many older buildings have large central
or end chimneystacks.

A detailed Character Assessment of the Parish is includdte supporting document
pack asAnnexC, however, it is summarised briefly in the following pgraphs.

Because Sherfieldn Loddonhas been in existence since the 12th century, its
architecture is extremely mixedNew building was mostly limited to infill of one or
two individual properties in amongst existing dwellingdhus you can find ¥ictorian
cottage next to a 1960s bungalow, a 16th century timfvamed cottage next to 1950s
semis, an Edwardian house sandwiched between two 20th century bungalows and
21st century terraced houses next to28th centuryBaptistchapel.

main village settlement has been smatcale and the architecture more varied and
synpathetic.

3.5 TRANSPORTRAFFIC AND TRAVEL

35.1 Surveys of residents carried out as part of the preparatory work for this plan revealed
that traffic and traffic management form a significant area of concern fomtlagority
of people.

1) The A33oad which runs nortksouth and links Basingstoke (and the M3) with
Reading (and the M4). The A33 runs as a bygrassd the main village
settlement but there is access atlegéir end. There is a constant stream of traffic
on the A33 in both directionduring peak periods of the dayHowever, the traffic
flow in both directions is high throughout the day €38CC hourly traffic volume
datain Annex D Fig-2) and so queues fogiently form at any time throughout the
day when anythingnterrupts the flow of trafficand when any incidences occur
causing holelps and taHbacks at any other times tiie day.

A33 and the western fringe of Basingstoke via the village of BrarRlegent and
current housing development in this area has greatly expanded the volume of
traffic includingHGVs, with the prospect of further increase in traffic as more
homes are built in the area.

3.5.1.2 Both these routes have been identified by residents as haZardsedestrians walking
alongside and crossing with regardgpeeding and congestion.

This road links to the A3at two junctions both of which are considerebighly
dangeroudby residents and this is supported by the police accident statistics (See
Annex DSection2.1.1.1). The southern juntton at Church End is opposite the
church and an access to the garden centre and business area and Loddon School.
The northern junction is used by traffic leaving the fast expanding Sherfield School,
the country store and golf course.
